The requirements are:

2. 2. Must be in 3-D, in a shoebox or a container that closely resembles one

3. Must include 5 specific animals that live in that environment, and are native to Utah.

4. Must include 5 specific plants that grow in that environment and are native to Utah.

5. Animals and plants must be labeled

6. Must be accurate on the display of the environment, including surface covering
This needs to be completed at home and brought to school by April 15, 2012. Please do not bring the diorama to school before then.
